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Teaching Method:

At the Alliance Francaise de Moncton, the emphasis is on oral interaction and communication. Grammatical rules are
introduced and explained according to the learning situations. The teacher will work from diversified materials to
contextualize the various learning situations and use audiovisual aids whenever necessary.

In class, you will be asked to actively participate by taking part, for example, into role plays, by making short
presentations. To reinforce what you will do in class, you may be asked to do written exercises at home. It is essential that
the students be aware that no progress will be made unless they are actively involved in their own learning process.

Curriculum information:

Our curriculum is based on The Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR); a Council of Europe
instrument used in setting up a system of validation of language competencies. It is the result of a long development
phase conducted by foreign language teaching specialists, including Canadians, between 1991 and 2001.

The CEFR describes the necessary competences for communication, the related knowledge and skills and the situations
and domains of communication. The learning situations are contextualized taking into consideration the Canadian context
and the students’ needs and expectations.

Our curriculum encompasses four main levels, from A1 to B2 corresponding to an overall language skills profile.

Each session will 30 hours long, scheduled according to the students’ availability. A detailed course outline will be
provided for each training session, as well as a list of assignments the students will have to do.

You will find in the table below and the next page, the abilities students will acquire upon completion of each level. All
these abilities will be directly related to the work environment and the whole program will be customized to fit the
employees’ needs.
